▪ Obtain a district partnership application
package from your Career Centre

▪ Arrange for a site visit through your Career
Facilitator

▪ Submit a completed application package with
all supporting documents to your Career
Facilitator before the specified due date

▪ If short-listed, attend an interview with the
District Career Coordinator

SELECTION PROCESS 
▪ Students who submit completed applications

will have a preliminary interview with their
school Career Facilitator

▪ Applications are forwarded to the district
office for review

▪ Only short-listed candidates will be
interviewed for a potential seat in the
program
