JOB DESCRIPTION

Heavy Mechanical Trades include work on:
industrial and construction vehicles, such as
mining trucks and bulldozers; heavy equipment
used in construction, forestry, materials handling,
landscaping, and land clearing. They overhaul,
repair and service equipment such as graders,
loaders, shovels, tractors, trucks, forklifts, drills,
and wheeled and tracked vehicles. Working from
manufacturers' specifications, they identify and
repair problems in structural, mechanical, or
hydraulic systems. Students in this program can
continue technical training in the following areas:

e  Heavy Duty Equipment Technician
